Complex. This will be a CMP type shoot. It will qualify you to buy from CMP.

Course of fire is the John C Garand match 50 round course: . S, i SR Nr vt G .
* Unlimited sighter shots 10 minutes

20 shots prone slow fire 20 minutes

10 shots prone rapid fire 70 seconds with a reload

10 shots sitting rapid fire 60 seconds with a reload

10 shots standing slow fire 10 minutes

All firing at 100 yards using the SR-1 target.

Any centerfire rifle may be used. Modern and vintage military type
rifles are best suited for this kind of shooting such as: M-1 Garand,
M-14/M-1A, 1903 Springfield, Mosin-Nagant, Mauser, M-1 carbines,
SKS and AK variants, AR-15 and M-4s. Hunting rifles may be used but
are not well suited for this type of shooting.
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What to bring:

EYE and HEARING protection is REQUIRED! Bring your Rifle, 50 or 60 rounds of ammunition (50 for
record + an appropriate number of sighting rounds). At least 2 magazines/clips for the reload stages,
sling, spotting scope & stand; mat or carpet for prone; gloves, shooting or long sleeved jacket;
STAPLER & staples and an INK PEN. An “open chamber” flag will be provided to each shooter as part of
his/her registration fee. We also recommend water, snacks and lunch.
